· Brief reference to Japan’s invasion in Manchuria and Japanese conquests 1937
· Chinese reactions to Japanese seizure of Chinese territory
· Xian Incident
· Second United Front
· Red Army at War versus Japanese (liberation areas, guerilla tactics, winning support of peasants) Hundred Regiments Battle
· Three All Campaign – why did it fail?
· Costs of war on China socially, politically and economically
· How the war with Japan helped the communists
· GMD attacks on Red Army during WW2 
· GMD tactics and limitations (weaknesses against the Japanese)
